“Like many area organizations, we are anticipating that the next several years will be financially challenging. Prior to 
beginning our strategic planning efforts for 2010 - 2012, we want to obtain feedback from residents to help us in 
prioritizing our services and funding,” said Rockford Park District Executive Director Tim Dimke. The forums will be 
conducted by Dimke, along with an elected Park District Commissioner. 
 
In addition to these informal forums, the Park District will also utilize other resources to assist in the planning process 
including:  information from the recent 2008 Citizen Survey, 2009 Financial Advisory Committee recommendations, 
financial data, program surveys, demographic data, national and local trends, and Park District program participation 
figures.  The survey, which will be distributed at the forums, will also be available online July 1 at 
www.rockfordparkdistrict.org. 
 
“All these components will be helpful to us as we evaluate and prioritize where our funds should be allocated. It is more 
important than ever for us to ensure that our programs and services are meeting the needs of area residents. The 
forums will provide us with another opportunity to get public feedback, which is essential to our planning process and 
ensuring our limited resources are allocated appropriately,” said Park District Board President Douglas Brooks.
